The Village of Manito was surveyed and platted in 1858. It consisted of 110 acres. From its incep-
tion, the railroad played an important part in the growth of Manito.

Manito is now a progressive community with a population of 1,733. The original "main Street" still
exists and houses many new and progressive businesses. Also, a new "Commercial Marketing" area has
grown up along Adams Street or the Manito Blacktop that includes a bank, savings and loan, grocery, general
stores, churches, service stations and more.

Manito is primarily an agricultural community. Most of the business in the Village is in some way
related to agriculture.

At the plant they process lake sand, 9L, which is harvested from fields around Mason City and trucked into
Manito West Side Sand for processing. These 2 sands are mixed together to create a 4 screen sand, which is
what Caterpillar requires for their molding.
